WHEREAS some space is available with the Government for the display of advertisements
by using space on the buses of Harvana Roadways owned by the Government:

AND WIHEREAS on the request of the contractor and in consideration of the payments
herein reserved and of the covenants herein comtained, the Government has apreed to grant
leaseflivense Lo the contractor (o utilize the said space for the display of advertisements thereon.

In pursuance of the said agreement the Government hereby grants (o the contractor
lease/license to display advertisements on the side of buses, rear panel, on the luggage-zarrier at
the roof top and in-side panels (as per specifications given in para-3 of this agreement) on 3000
Harvana Roadways buses placed at the disposal of the contractor subject to the conditions
mentiened in this agreement. The tentative depol-wise breakup of these buses is attached with the
agreement. The depot-wise distribution may change from time to time keeping in view operational
and administrative considerations. The bus Nos would be further earmarked by the General
Manager of the concerned depot. The buses may have 1o be replaced alter condemnation or
transfer from one depot o another. The contrsetor will net be entitled to claim any refund or claim
any loss suffered by him during the period of replacement of buses.

However, the Government if so desires, may give more buses to the contractor during the
perted of contract for which the contractor will have {o pay extra payments proportionaiely w.e.l
the issue of offer letter.

2 Period of contract :-

The agreement, unless terminated earlier, will remain operative for a period of three vears
commencing from 10062009 and ending with 09.6,2012.

3.(a)  Payvments and Mode of Payment :-

In consideration of the aforesaid, the contractor shall during the aforesaid periad, pay to the
government through the Transport Commissioner, Haryana the following amount for display of
advertisements:-

Rs.5,08. 68.000/- (Rs. Five crore eight lac sixty eight thousands only) for three vears. The
contractor would be required 10 pay the amount on prorata basis on a quarterly basis in ten davs
advance before the start of the quarter.

Govt, Govt. of India, other Govis, or Administration or Authorities shall be paid by the contractor
and not by the Transport Department, The contractor shall be liable to make their own
arrangements for payment of such taxes/levies. The contractor will be ful] y responsible for the
consequences for non payment of any such taxes/levies

4. Delay Penalty :-.

If the payment is not made an or before the due date, the contractor shall be liable to pay
alang with the installments, liquidated damages at the rate of Rs.4000/- ( Rupees Four thousands
only) for each day of delay for each installment due. This would be without prejudice to the right
of the Transporl Commissioner, Harvans on behalf of Government 10 lerminate the contract or
forfeit the Bank Guarantee for such non-payment. if the delay exceeds one month.
